All lettering points must be organized and presented in a portfolio manner. Each band or orchestra
student must also earn a total of 250 points from any combination of the following activities.

Provide: concert programs, ticket stubs, and/or parental signatures proving you attended the event.

First time students earn an Instrumental Music Letter Award for accumulating 250 points. Second,
third and forth year lettermen are awarded a decorative bar to signify receiving a Letter Award.
Students can be awarded points toward their letter for other extracurricular musical activities at the
discretion of the Director and with the approval of the Director. The Director also reserves the right to
deduct letter points for inappropriate behavior, excessive absenteeism, or other conduct inconsistent
with the ideals of the Instrumental Music program.
